Does the petition have 

more than 750 
signatures? 

Yes 

No The petition organiser will receive a formal 
acknowledgement and written response from the 
Council within 10 working days. If the organiser 
cannot easily be identified, the first signatory will 

be contacted instead. 

Start 

At the full Council meeting, the petition organiser will 
be given 5 minutes to present the petition. They 
should contact Democratic Services at least 3 
working days before the meeting so that the 

appropriate preparations can be made. 

The petition will then be discussed by the full Council 
for 15 minutes, or longer at the Chair’s discretion. 

The full council will vote on action to be taken. This 
may simply be to note the petition or, if the issue is 

one in which the Cabinet is required to make a 
decision, the Council may make recommendations to 

inform that decision. 

The petition organiser will be advised of the outcome 
of the debate in writing. 

The petition will be scheduled for debate by the full 
Council.
