Report of the Licensing Officer

Introduction

The Licensing Act 2003 (LA2003) allows an applicant to apply for a premises licence under
Part 3 which, if granted, authorises the premises to be used for one or more licensable

activities.

Where an application is made by an individual, they must be a person who ‘carries on, or
proposes to carry on, a business which involves the use of the premises for the licensable
activities to which the application relates’.

An application for a new premises licence was submitted by Tribe Festivals Limited on 12
January 2026. The application concerns Wychwood Festival, due to be held at
Cheltenham Racecourse, Evesham Road, Cheltenham. The application was considered
received in full on 13 January 2026.

1.6 There is a current Premises Licence in pla(%, reierence: 25/00368/PRMR. This new
application is seeking to increase capacity numbers from 9999 to 14999 and to include an
additional day, Thursday. A copy of the current licence is attached at Appendix 8.

1.7 The authority may:

1.7.1 Grant the licence as applied for; or

1.7.2 Grant the licence subject to modified conditions considered appropriate for the
promotion of the licensing objectives; or

1.7.3 Exclude from the scope of the licence any of the licensable activities to which the
application relates; or

1.7.4 Refuse to specify a person in the licence as the premises supervisor; or

1.7.5 Reject the application.

1.8 In determining the application, the authority must promote the licensing objectives, which
are defined as follows in section 4(2) of the LA2003:

1.8.1 The prevention of crime and disorder;
1.8.2 Public safety;

1.8.3 The prevention of public nuisance; and
1.8.4 The protection of children from harm.

1.9 Implications

Legal A sub committee is required to discharge its duty and determine an application
with a view to promoting the licensing objectives as outlined in section 1.8 of
the report.

The applicant has a right of appeal where the authority:
a) Rejects an application for a premises licence; or
b) Imposes conditions on the licence; or
¢) Excludes a licensable activity or refusal of specifying a person as a
premises supervisor.

A person who made relevant representations has a right of appeal where they
contend:
a) The licence ought not to have been granted; or
b) That, on granting the licence, the authority ought to have imposed
different or additioanl conditions; or
c) That, on granting the licence, the authority ought to have excluded a
licensable activity or refused to specify a person a as a premises
supervisor.

In all circumstances, an appeal is made to the magistrates’ court within 21
days beginning with the day on which the appellant was notified of the decision
of the authority.

Two of the representations were from Southam Parish Council and a councillor. These were
objections and are included as Appendix 6 of this report.

The final eleven objection representations from members of the public are included as Appendix
7 of this report.
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Policy considerations

Every five years, a licensing authority is required to determine and publish a policy with
respect to the exercise of its licensing functions.

Members should familiarise themselves with Cheltenham Borough Council’s Licensing
Policy Statement in full, and a copy is available online.

The policy seeks to outline the processes the authority will adopt in dealing with its
functions under the LA2003, and does so in accordance with the following objectives:

a) Promote the four licensing objectives;

b) Ensure that the premises are appropriate for their proposed use;

c) Ensure that the premises layout and condition is acceptable for the proposed use;
d) Ensure that the premises are being managed responsibly; and

e) Promote the policy vision statement.

For reference, the policy vision statement is as follows:

We want Cheltenham to be a safe and clean town that offers a greater diversity in the
nighttime economy that is less focused on alcohol and protects the quality of life for
residents.

The policy also seeks to promote the council’s wider priorities, including that:

Cheltenham has a clean and well-maintained environment;

Cheltenham has a strong and sustainable economy;

Communities feel safe and are safe;

People are able to lead healthy lifestyles; and

Our residents enjoy a strong sense of community and are involved in resolving local
issues.

Whilst the policy should be used as the basis of consistent and transparent decision
making, the overriding principle adopted by the authority is that each application must be
determined on its own merits.

In doing so, Members must give equal importance to each of the four licensing objectives
and should have regard to wider considerations affecting the area including littering, noise,
street crime, and the capacity of infrastructure.

The applicant should be able to demonstrate compliance with all four of the licensing
objectives.

Crime and disorder

4.9

4.10

The applicant should be able to demonstrate they have addressed factors that impact on
crime and disorder, including:

a) Underage drinking;

b) Drunkenness on premises;
c) Public drunkenness;

d) Drugs;

e) Violent behaviour; and / or
f) Anti-social behaviour

Members should be confident the applicant has identified suitable and sufficient measures
to deal with the factors outlined above.

4.11 The applicant must be able to satisfy the authority that members of the public, and their
staff, will be safe when visiting and working at the premises.

Public nuisance

4.12 Members can expect the applicant to outline the proposed steps to be taken to deal with
the potential for public nuisance arising from the operation of the premises.

4.13 Applicants are expected to have included measures that:

a) Restrict the generation of noise within the premises and from activities associated with
the premises in the vicinity, or from an open air site;

b) Limit the escape of noise from the premises or open air site;

c) Restrict noise emissions to below levels that could affect people in the vicinity going
about their business, at work and when at home both while relaxing and while sleeping;

d) Minimise and control noise from customers arriving at the premises, or open air site
outside it and departing from it;

e) Minimise and control noise from staff, contractors and suppliers and their activities;

f) Minimise and control noise from vehicles associated with and providing services to the
premises or open air site and their customers;

g) Determine whether people standing or sitting outside premises are likely to cause
obstruction or other nuisance;

h) Whether the premises are under or near to residential accommaodation;

i) The hours of the sale of alcohol in open containers or food for consumption outside the
premises;

i) Measures to make sure that customers move away from outside premises when such
sales cease;

k) Measures to collect drinking vessels and crockery, cutlery and litter;

[) The extent and location of areas proposed to be set aside for the consumption of food
and alcohol drink and for smoking;

m) Whether there is a need for door supervisors to prevent or to control customers
congregating in outdoor areas to smoke, consume food or drink (whether supplied from
the premises or not);

n) Adequate measures to prevent the following arising from the proposed licensable
activity that may cause disturbance to people in the vicinity:

a. Litter, smells, fumes, dust, smoke, or other emissions;
b. Street fouling;
c. Light pollution.

4.14 Members should be mindful that noises can be particularly intrusive at night when ambient
noise levels are lower. It is the authority’s role, accordingly, to maintain a balance between
the aspirations of the applicant and the needs of residents, other businesses, workers,
shoppers, and visitors.

Protection of children from harm

4.15 Members must be satisfied that there are appropriate measures in place to protect
children from harm.

4.16 ltis an offence to sell alcohol to children; in this context, individuals under 18.
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5. National Guidance

5.1 Alicensing authority ‘must ... have regard to’ any guidance issued by the Secretary of
State under section 182 of the LA2003.

5.2 The guidance considers each of the licensing objectives in detail, highlighting that they are
of equal importance and that their promotion should be a paramount consideration at all
times.

Crime and disorder
5.3 The authority should look to the police as the main source of advice on crime and disorder.

5.4 Where it is felt appropriate to impose conditions relating to the control of crime and
disorder, they should be, by design, focussed on deterrence and prevention.

5.5 The presence of CCTV cameras, for example, can actively deter disorder, nuisance, anti-
social behaviour and crime generally. The inclusion of radio links could also be considered
an appropriate condition for those premises operating in town centre leisure areas to assist
in facilitating a rapid response to any disorder.

Public safety

5.6 Licence holders have a responsibility to ensure the safety of those using their premises. As
outlined in section 2.9, considerations should include:

Fire safety;

Ensuring appropriate access for emergency services such as ambulances;

Good communication with local authorities and emergency services;

Ensuring the presence of trained first aiders on the premises and appropriate first aid

kits;

e Ensuring the safety of people when leaving the premises (for example, through the
provision of information on late-night transportation);

e Ensuring appropriate and frequent waste disposal;

e Ensuring appropriate limits on the maximum capacity of the premises; and

e Considering the use of CCTV in and around the premises.

5.7 Conditions related to public safety may also promote the crime and disorder objection
highlighted above.

Public nuisance

5.8 When considering public nuisance, the licensing authority and responsible authorities
should focus on the effect of the licensable activities at the specific premises on persons
living and working in the area around the premises which may be disproportionate and
unreasonable. The issues will mainly concern noise, light, odour and litter.

5.9 Within the LA2003, public nuisance retains its broad common law meaning, rather than a
statutory meaning as in other pieces of legislation.

5.10 Where applications have generated representations, any appropriate conditions should
normally focus on the most sensitive time periods, such as the night and early morning
when residents in adjacent properties may be attempting to sleep or are sleeping.

5.11 Conditions which are imposed with the intention of preventing public nuisance will usually
concern the control of noise; this may be achieved by a simple measure, such as ensuring
that doors and windows are kept closed after a certain time. They can, however, be more
sophisticated measures like the installation of acoustic curtains or rubber speaker mounts.
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5.12 As always, conditions should be appropriate and proportionate, and should be tailored to
the type, nature, and characteristics of the specific premises and its licensable activities.

5.13 Beyond the immediate area surrounding the premises, public nuisance is a matter for the
personal responsibility of individuals under the law — if they choose to engage in anti-social
behaviour, they are accountable in their own right. It would, however, be perfectly
reasonable for the authority, following relevant representations, to impose conditions
relating to the display of signs encouraging patrons to leave the area quietly, or that they
smoke at designated places on the premises instead of outside, and to respect the rights of
people living nearby to a peaceful night.

Protection of children from harm

5.14 The protection of children from harm includes the protection of children from moral,
psychological and physical harm. This includes the harms associated directly with alcohol
consumption, but also wider harms such as exposure to strong language and sexual
expletives.

5.15 Licensing authorities and responsible authorities should expect applicants to set out the
steps to be taken to protect children from harm.

Representations

5.16 Where representations are made in respect of an application under the LA2003, they must
be relevant, insofar as they relate to the likely effect of the grant of the licence on the
promotion of at least one of the licensing objectives.

5.17 Where relevant representations are received from a responsible authority, they should be
the authority’s main source of advice in relation to a particular licensing objective.

5.18 Determination should take into account any relevant representations and must be
considered on a case-by-case basis. It should be evidence-based and justified as being
appropriate for the promotion of the licensing objectives and proportionate for what it is
intended to achieve.

5.19 Where it is felt appropriate to attach conditions to a premises licence, the authority must be
satisfied that they promote one of the four licensing objectives.

5.20 It may be that no additional conditions will be appropriate to promote the licensing
objectives.

5.21 However, where the applicant has proposed conditions in their operating schedule, it is not
acceptable for the licensing authority to simply replicate the wording from the operating
schedule. A condition should be interpreted in accordance with the applicant’s intention
and be appropriate and proportionate for the promotion of the licensing objectives.
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6. Licensing Comments

6.1 Members must determine this application on its individual merits with a view to promoting
the licensing objectives. These are:

The prevention of crime and disorder;
Public safety;

The prevention of public nuisance; and
The protection of children from harm.

6.2 The consultation period attracted a total of seventeen representations, fifteen of which
were objections. The main concern raised within the representations related to public
nuisance.

6.3 Environmental Health at Cheltenham Borough Council should be considered the leading
authority regarding the prevention of public nuisance in relation to this application.

6.4 An application for a new premises licence may be refused if this is appropriate for the
promotion of the licensing objectives. Any decision taken by the committee, however,
should be evidence-based and justified as being appropriate and proportionate.

6.5 In determining the application, the Committee must give weight to:

The steps that are appropriate to promote the licensing objectives;

The representations (including supporting information) presented by all the parties;
S182 Guidance; and

Its own statement of licensing policy.

6.6 Each application must be considered on its own merits.

- A monitoring regime for numerical levels, subjective levels and low frequency noise

targets.

- Response process for any deviations from the Target Level.

- ldentify suitable monitoring locations, as agreed with the local authority.
This shall also include details of the noise consultant, including their name, address and
telephone number.
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The noise control consultant/s shall liaise between all relevant parties on all matters relating
to noise control prior to and during the event. The noise control consultant/s must be present
on site, or monitoring the event off site, throughout the duration of the regulated
entertainment, including sound checks, with authority to monitor and control noise levels on
site. The Licensing authority shall have access to the results of the noise monitoring at any
time.

Sufficient noise propagation tests shall be undertaken prior to the performances in order to
set appropriate control limits at the sound mixer position. The sound system shall be
configured and operated in a similar manner as intended for the event. The sound source
used for the test shall be similar in character to the music likely to be produced during the
event.

For the Thursday, the control limits set at the mixer position shall be adequate to ensure that
a Target Music Noise Level (MNL) of 55dB LAeq (15mins) measured at one metre from the
facade of noise sensitive premises shall be achieved between the hours of 0900 hrs to 2300
hrs. Where the Target Level of 55dB LAeq (15mins) is exceeded then suitable and
appropriate action shall be taken to meet this Target Level. An Absolute Music Noise Level
(MNL) of 60dB LAeq (15mins) measured at one metre from the facade of noise sensitive
premises shall not be exceeded between the hours of 0900 hrs to 2300 hrs. For the
Thursday, regulated entertainment shall only be licensable until 2300 hrs.

For the Friday, Saturday and Sunday, the control limits set at the mixer position shall be
adequate to ensure that a Target Music Noise Level (MNL) of 80dB LAeq (15mins) measured
at one metre from the facade of noise sensitive premises shall be achieved between the
hours of 0900 hrs to 2300 hrs. Where the Target Level of 60dB LAeq (15mins) is exceeded
then suitable and appropriate action shall be taken to meet this Target L.evel. An Absolute
Music Noise Level (MNL) of 65dB LAeq (15mins) measured at one metre from the facade of
noise sensitive premises shall not be exceeded between the hours of 0900 hrs to 2300 hrs.
The noise levels shall be monitored at noise sensitive locations agreed with the Council.
(Note: MNL and noise sensitive properties are as defined in Code of Practice on
Environmental Noise Control at Concerts - Noise Council 1995).

The control limits set at the mixer position shall be adequate to ensure that an Absolute Music
Noise Level (MNL) of 45dB LAeq (15mins) measured at one metre from the facade of noise
sensitive premises shall be achieved between the hours of 2300 hrs to 0300 hrs.

The level of amplified music sound energy emitted from the site shall not exceed a target of
85dB LCeq (15 minutes) with an upper limit of 90dB LCeq (15 minutes) at any time when
measured at locations specified in an approved Noise Management Plan.

The Licensee shall ensure that the promoter, sound system supplier and all individual sound
engineers are informed of the sound control limits and that any instructions from the
appointed noise control consultant/s regarding noise levels shall be implemented.

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Wychwood response for Licensing Application January 2026

The current proposals
The current application seeks the following changes to the Premises License for Wychwood
Festival, an annual music festival held at Cheltenham Racecourse Helifield:
1. Increase in maximum capacity to 14,999.
2. Extension of licensed area to include a new additional camping field.
3. Thursday evening licensed entertainment using the “2" stage” in a marquee / big top,
with a finish time of 2300 .
4. Changes to noise limits, to raise target limit to 60dBA (5mins) and absolute limit to
65dBA(5mins).

The principal interest of the Environmental Protection Team is potential impact of noise from the
site to cause public nuisance to residents of homes around the site. Changes 1 & 2 above are
unlikely to have any impact on noise levels experienced around the site by residents of noise
sensitive properties.

The applicants for this License have been in discussions with this department and have already
agreed measures to control potential effects on the neighbourhood. This includes a programme
of noise monitoring around the site very similar to the programme that was operated at last
year’s event and successfully delivered an event that complied with noise limits.

In respect of change 3, the Thursday evening entertainment will be limited to attendees staying
at the site in recreational vehicles, and will only utilise the 2" stage, which has a considerably
more limited capacity than the entire arena. The applicant has agreed to an off site noise limit
of 55dBA(15mins) target level and 60dBA(15mins) absolute limit, and a finish time of 2300.

The proposals to overall noise limits under Change 4 have also been discussed with the
applicant and considered in the context of the available national guidance. The main guidance
document available is “Code of Practice on Environmental Noise Control at Concerts”,
published by the Noise Council in 1995, known as “The Pop Code”. This guidance is
considerably out of date and long overdue updating to reflect how such events operate in 2026.
An update has been described as imminent for at least the last 7 years, but still hasn’t been
published. It should be noted that this document is guidance, and there are no set limits in
force nationally for similar events. Noise limits should be set which are bespoke to the eventin
question and give full consideration to other factors, which may include: Proximity of unusually
noise sensitive premises, background noise levels, previous levels of compliance, and to a
degree the nature of the entertainment being provided. Overall noise limits in a premises
licence should be set to meet the licensing objective of the prevention of public nuisance and
may need to vary on a case-by-case basis for different events and operators, even at the same
location.

Previous history of this event

Wychwood has operated at Cheltenham Racecourse for about 20 years, and over this time has
used a variety of locations around the extensive site. The event moved to the helifield in 2023(?)
and the event operated without complaint that year. In 2024 complaints were received from 15
members of the public regarding off-site noise levels, however on balance it should be noted
that 2 reports were also received in support of the event, and indicated that they had been
requested to make a complaint by someone else. These complaints resulted in a member of
the public requesting a formal review of the site licence, which took place before the 2025
event. This review did not result in significant changes to noise limits, other than incorporating a
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new limit on low-frequency noise. However the hearing did result in considerably improved
monitoring of the event by consultants acting for the festival operators. The event was also
monitored by officers from CBC Environmental Protection Team. During the event, one isolated
property was located where it was not possible to limit noise levels to a compliant level and a
private arrangement was reached between that resident and the event operators. Peak noise
levels monitored by CBC were found on Sunday evening when performances on 2 stages
overlapped for about 10-15 minutes which was quickly dealt with in an appropriate way. Other
noise sources were also dealt with in a pro-active way before approaching noise limits.

Relevant Guidance:
The guidance on setting off-site noise levels contained within the Pop Code is as follows:

For clarity, the above table includes the following notes:

1. Thevalue used should be the arithmetic average of the hourly LAS0 measured over the
last 4 hours of the proposed music event or over the entire period of the proposed music
event if scheduled to last for less than 4 hours.

2. There are many other issues that affect the acceptability of proposed concerts. This
code is designed to address the environmental noise issue alone.

3. Inlocations where individuals may be affected by more than one venue, the impact of all
events should be considered.

4. Forthose venues where more than 3 events per year are expected, the frequency and
scheduling of the events will affect the level of disturbance. In particular, additional
disturbance can arise if events occur on more than three consecutive days without a
reduction in permitted MNL.

5. Forindoor venues used for up to about 30 events per calendar year an MNL not
exceeding the background noise by more than 5dB(A) over a fifteen minute period is
recommended for events finishing no later than 2300.

In discussions, the applicant has further explained the reasoning behind their application for
the raised off site noise limit. In particular they have suggested that the existing limits of
55dB(A) target and 60dB(A) absolute are out of line with the above guidance. This appears to be
correct if we treat the event as a 3-day event, however if we include the Thursday evening, the
event will now cover 4 days, although the Thursday evening will run at a lower off-site limit, so it
would seem reasonable to discount this 4" night of operation.

We also need to consider the impact of other events at the same location. At time of writing, we
understand there will be 2 nights of activity involving amplified music at this site in July, and one
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in August, but details of noise management for these events have not been determined at this
stage. We expect the other events will be subject to license applications at a later date and it
may be appropriate for these new events to be issued licenses with reduced noise limits, but it
does not seem appropriate to further restrict noise levels for Wychwood due to other events
planning to use the same site.

We recognise that this opinion may deviate from the exact word of the guidance, but note that
the current license, agreed last year by committee added in conditions on low-frequency noise
which were not included in the 1995 document.

Other relevant concerns:

The noise limit is unlikely to be approached for most of the time the event is operating. Our
experience of monitoring this event is that during the day noise levels are significantly below any
limits, as the festival has a more family-friendly, low-key approach to the activity on the main
stage. In practice, the operators are unlikely to run the event near maximum levels later in the
day when headline acts play to bigger audiences. This is common practice for a festival of this
style and demonstrates a shortcoming of the 1995 guidance which doesn’t account for the
nature of the event.

In drafting conditions to prevent the event causing public nuisance, we have to consider the
effect of the event on an appropriate geographical area, but the legislation does not permit us to
take action to limit noise levels to those requested by unduly sensitive individuals in the vicinity
of the site. In essence we are required to consider the effect of the event on an “average”
individual.

The impact of weather conditions, specifically wind speed and direction is considerable on this
event. In 2025 the wind direction was a settled south-westerly breeze, meaning that noise was
largely carried towards Southam where houses start at about 500m away from the main stage.
After the event there remained a concern that in the relatively unlikely event of a wind coming
from the North, homes are less than 400m away. Therefore in order to satisfy the existing
55dB(A) target / 60dB(A) absolute noise limits it may become necessary to reduce in arena
sound levels to an unacceptable level. This would be very disruptive to the delivery of the event
and the increase in noise limit should make this scenario unlikely to cause such an issue.

Recommendation:

After considering the noise management proposals put forward by the applicant, such guidance
as is available, and the successful delivery of last year’s event this department agrees with the
applicant that an off-site noise limit of 60dB(A) target, and 65dB(A) absolute should be applied.
Further conditions relating to noise management should be applied, as follows:

5. For the Friday, Saturday and Sunday, the control limits set at the mixer position shall be
adequate to ensure that a Target Music Noise Level (MNL) of 60dB LAeq (15mins) measured at
one metre from the facade of noise sensitive premises shall be achieved between the hours of
0900 hrs to 2300 hrs. Where the Target Level of 60dB LAeq (15mins) is exceeded then suitable
and appropriate action shall be taken to meet this Target Level. An Absolute Music Noise Level
(MNL) of 65dB LAeq (15mins) measured at one metre from the facade of noise sensitive
premises shall not be exceeded between the hours of 0900 hrs to 2300 hrs. The noise levels
shall be monitored at noise sensitive locations agreed with the Council. (Note: MNL and noise
sensitive properties are as defined in Code of Practice on Environmental Noise Control at
Concerts - Noise Council 1995).

6. The control limits set at the mixer position shall be adequate to ensure that an Absolute
Music Noise Level (MNL) of 45dB LAeq (15mins) measured at one metre from the facade of
noise sensitive premises shall be achieved between the hours of 2300 hrs to 0300 hrs.

7. The level of amplified music sound energy emitted from the site shall not exceed a target of
85dB LCeq (15 minutes) with an upper limit of 90dB LCeq (15 minutes) at any time when
measured at locations specified in an approved Noise Management Plan.

8. The Licensee shall ensure that the promoter, sound system supplier and all individual sound
engineers are informed of the sound control limits and that any instructions from the appointed
noise control consultant/s regarding noise levels shall be implemented.

9. At least 6 weeks prior to the event, the licensee must submit a communications plan for
informing nearby residents of the event to the Council’s Public Protection Division. This must
include a contact telephone number for complaints which is staffed at all times while the event
is taking place.
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10. The Licensee shall keep a documented record of complaints received and resultant actions.
The appointed noise control consultant be notified of any complaints immediately.

11. The Licensee shall provide a report to the Council's Public Protection Division in order to
demonstrate compliance with these conditions within 28 days of the Event.

12. Any reasonable request by an authorised officer of the Council to reduce noise levels as a
result of non-compliance with licence conditions shall complied with immediately.
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Tewkesbury Borough Council Environmental Health Team has reviewed the proposed variations
to the Wychwood Festival Premises Licence and supports the conclusions reached by
Cheltenham Borough Council’s Environmental Protection Team.

We agree that:

e The proposed increase in capacity and extension of the camping area present no material
change to off-site noise impact.

e The introduction of Thursday evening entertainment, with agreed limits of 55dB(A) target /
60dB(A) absolute (15-minute) and a 23:00 finish, is proportionate and unlikely to cause public
nuisance.

e The applicant has demonstrated a responsible and collaborative approach to noise
management, including monitoring arrangements consistent with those that ensured
compliance in 2025.

e The requested increase to the main event noise limits-60dB(A) target and 65dB(A) absolute (5-
minute)is reasonable when considering:

e The limitations and age of the 1995 Noise Council “Pop Code”
e The event’s compliance history and improved monitoring

e The need for practical limits that avoid unnecessary disruption to the event due to weather-
driven propagation

e The requirement to assess nuisance based on the average resident

Tewkesbury Borough Council Environmental Health Team supports the recommendation that
the off-site noise limits be amended to:

¢ 60dB(A) target
e 65dB(A) absolute

Itis our view that these limits, alongside the agreed monitoring and management measures
along with the recommended conditions proposed by Cheltenham Environmental Health Team,
are considered sufficient to uphold the licensing objective of preventing public nuisance.

1.l am writing to object to the noise levels and length of Festival, proposed by the Festivals in
relation to noise levels and they addition of Thursday. In 2024, because we had been able to
have changes to the Festivals noise levels, the impact on residents was much reduced and few
complaints came through. In earlier years, noise levels had been dreadful, making it impossible
for children to sleep, older people to be comfortable in their own homes. Pets were also badly
affected by the loudness of the music and announcements. If Festivals are to continue, they
should have at least the same conditions as 2024, so that local residents are not disturbed
unnecessarily by the noise.

2. This representation refers to The prevention of Public Nuisance ® Noise: The organisers want
to increase the volume to 60 db until 23.00. This has the potential to disturb those who live
nearby. Although mitigation measures were taken by the organisers after the 2024 festival, these
measures were assumed to be for 55 db. Residents are concerned that they will once again be
disturbed by the increased volume and booming bass. The reasons given for the increase - to
bring the festival in line with other festivals and for artistic integrity - show no thought to the
comfort of the local population. | don’t believe they are losing ticket sales because the festival is
too quiet. The organisers also want to play recorded music through until 5 a.m. Whatever the
volume, amplified music during these quiet hours can be a real irritant to other people, affecting
the wellbeing of other festival goers as well as nearby residents and causes yet more
disturbance to wildlife. It is not just the volume of the music that disturbs people. The sound of
applause and cheering is often louder and carries far.

| write as the Gloucestershire County and Tewkesbury Borough Councillor for Southam to object
to Application 26/00056/PRMA for Wychwood Festival.

Monitoring by Tewkesbury Borough Council has already confirmed noise levels in Southam
exceeding a 15minute LAeq of 60 dB. Because LAeq is an energy based average, this means
actual sound levels were significantly higher-typically 65-75 dB during peaks-causing intrusive
and disruptive noise inside homes.

This impact is especially severe in Southam due to its demographic profile. Verified ONS based
data shows that 53.5% of Southam residents are aged 65+, the highest proportion in the area.
By comparison, Prestbury is 50.7% aged 65+ and Pittville only 21.9%. Older residents are
clinically more vulnerable to sleep disturbance, stress, and health effects linked to noise and
low frequency vibration. As a result, Southam experiences a disproportionate and unacceptable
level of harm from the festival's current location at the Helicopter Field.

The festival already fails to operate within acceptable noise limits under the existing licence.
Adding a Thursday event and increasing capacity would intensify these breaches and further
undermine the wellbeing of a highly vulnerable community. A proven alternative site exists
further towards Cheltenham, where previous festivals operated with significantly lower impact.

For these reasons, the proposed changes fail the Licensing Act's Prevention of Public Nuisance
objective. | request that Cheltenham Borough Council reject the licence variation and require
the event to return to its previous, less harmful location

In 2025 the event organisers made improvements to reduce the impact on the local community
which were appreciated. With close co-operation between CBC Environmental Protection, TBC
Environmental Health, the event operators/consultants and local residents, there appeared to
be few complaints. Southam Parish Council (SPC) do not object to the Festival but is concerned
changes now proposed will undo progress made in 2025. Therefore SPC objects to this licence
application on the following grounds:

General 1: Refers to a family-focused event. The Activity timeframes for music and alcohol sales
as below, do not align with a family-focused event.

General 2: Additional day Thursday is likely to cause increased nuisance to residents.

Public Safety 3: Proposed increased capacity (9,999 t014,999) is likely to lead to traffic
congestion and increased noise nuisance.

Supply of alcohol: Time period extends to 5AM all 4 days. Not conducive to create a quiet night-
time environment mindful of neighbouring residents. SPC have received complaints of camp
site noise in the early hours.

Music: Operating times allowing music to be played until 5AM (Fri-Mon) is excessive.
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Public Nuisance 13 Fri-Sun: Increase in Target Music Noise Level to 60dB from 55dB(2025) is
unwarranted. It’s unlikely customers will notice this amongst other festival noise. Conversely
that increase experienced in a quiet residential location will cause further noise nuisance. At
events parents often use ear defenders to prevent damaging children’s hearing. This noise level
increase in a family-focused event appears irresponsible.

Site Plan: Plan provided is not particularly legible but appears similar to 2025, although stage
position appears to have moved closer to residential areas, having been moved away in 2025.
SPC still believe layout should be reviewed so noise generating activities (stage & campsite) can
be moved back to the west away from residential areas, as pre-2023, when there were no noise
issues.

| wish to make a comment about the application above for the Wychwood Festival. | live in
Southam Lane and am one of the closest to the helicopter field where the festival is now held.

This festival has taken place for a number of years at Cheltenham Racecourse and originally
caused us next to no problems when it was in its original location. Since it has been moved to
the helicopter field it has caused severe problems with noise and disturbed sleep. We have to
put up with very loud noise for about two and a half days. During the day this makes working in
our garden very unpleasant. In the evening the noise can be so loud that at times it can be
impossible to listen to our own radio or television, and this is with all the doors and windows
shut (we have modern double glazing). Why does everything have to be so loud, and do the
speakers have to face towards our road?

When the music finishes at 11.00pm there is still a lot of noise from the camp site and this goes
on well into the night. | don't think people realize how noise travels (do they care?). As the
festival takes place in the summer the weather is usually pretty warm and we do not want to
have the windows shut when we go to bed, but this is the only way we can get some sleep.

| object to this application as written. Wychwood made improvements in 2025 to reduce the
impact on the local community which was appreciated. However, points 13-15 of the new
licence risk allowing disturbance similar to 2024 to reoccurdisturbance that led to multiple
complaints and a licensing review in which Wychwood admitted mistakes. These changes
would not only allow those issues to happen again, but make them compliant with the licence.
This directly contradicts Wychwood's review submission stating they were "committed to being
good neighbours" and risks undoing the good work of 2025.

Environmental Health and Wychwood reference the Code of Practice on Environmental Noise
Control at Concerts (1995). Although withdrawn, it remains the only guidance available. Table 1
states that where there are more than four concert days per year, noise levels should not exceed
background levels by more than 15dB. With at least seven days of music planned at
Cheltenham Racecourse this year, the guidance doesn't support the proposed increase. The
code also stresses that limits should be site- and event-specific. Setting target levels equal to
those that caused problems in 2024 is counterintuitive.

It has been suggested that noise disturbance in 2024 was overstated due to a "targeted"
complaints campaign. This claim is incorrect. Environmental Health carried out no monitoring
in 2024, and Wychwood did not proactively inform residents how to complain during the event.
Residents filled that gap. The leafletting did not encourage complaints; it explained the issues
and provided contact details. Many residents, including my partner, were seriously affected. |
could physically feel the music inside my home.

Last year it was agreed that while the council sets licence terms, it does not control how
Wychwood operates within them.

| object to the application as a local resident, on the grounds that the proposed changes will
cause a public nuisance i.e., excessive noise disturbance, just like in 2024 when the absolute
limit of 60dB was regularly reached. Noise pollution was extremely stressful for residents, even
inside their own homes, and many complaints were received.

In 2025 the target noise level of 55dB plus the sound mitigation and stringent monitoring worked
well for festival goers and residents. Also, Prestbury residents were 'lucky' with a more
favourable wind direction which contributed to less invasive levels of sound. However, weather
is unpredictable and, even with the current permitted noise levels, this year could be quite
different. Increasing those target and absolute levels makes no sense, especially considering
the hugely negative impactin 2024.
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The proposed increase in event capacity plus adding a fourth day of live music until 11pm hint
at plans to further expand the event on a site location which is unsuitable due to its proximity to
residential areas with a high proportion of elderly and vulnerable residents.

It's odd that the proposed sound level increases weren't mentioned in the December
consultation meeting between the festival organisers and interested parties.

| object to this application, as described below.

The increase in the active noise hours is an unnecessary extension of the disruption caused by
this festival. Active music licence hours for last years festival accounted 60 hours. This year’s
application extends this to 91 hours, a significant increase.

This increase in the permitted number of people, from 9999 to 14999, on site will not help in
keeping the disturbance to a minimum. Although the organisers have decided not to include
activities in the field to the north main site it seems clear that the extra numbers, staff and
paying customers, will need to be accommodated somewhere, perhaps some informal
camping arrangements may have been made. The fields between Southam village (and the
Ellenborough Park) represent an ideal target for a spot of wild camping.

There is no reason why the residents who live close to this event should be forced to accept
higher levels of disturbance at the weekend. Just because it is fashionable to listen to very loud
music doesn’t make the noise as heard by the festivals neighbours any more acceptable. |
appreciate that the groups like to have a big finale, but 65 dB music playing outside my house is
not pleasant. Especially when a significant component of this music is repetitive base notes
which whistle straight though the double-glazed windows. As to the new condition 45 dB
LAeqg(15mins) until 3 in the morning. We already suffer from the camping noise, now the
organisers plan to add to that noise by having organised events as well. Although the organisers
have decided not to include activities in the next field to main site. It is difficult to see how the
operators can control the camping related noise as there is no longer any centralised control on
the volume of noise produced.

If they want to get louder, bigger and longer please take the Wychwood festival to a more
suitable venue where people will not be kept awake until 3:00 in the morning waiting for the
hubbub to die down.

There was a significant improvement last year following the introduction of condition onsite
target using 85dB LCeq(15mins) with 90dB LCeq(15mins) maximum and the offsite premises
target of 55dB LAeq(15mins) with 60dB LAeq(15mins) maximum. Changing the offsite target to
60dB LAeq(15mins) and 65dB LAeq(15mins) will not improve the experience of residents in
Southam or Prestbury.

We strongly object to the new proposals by Wychwood regarding their 2026 festival. The noise
level suggested is far too high. 2025 was hardly bearable but to request it be higher is totally
unnacceptable. The distorted noise, especially the bass which arrives like solid waves,
intereferes with sleep especially for those who retire earlier than 11 pm. And it is intrusive even
before affecting everyday activities. When the festival was held in its original place it was
tolerable.

M | write as a resident of Southam to object to this application. My reasons for objecting mirror
those of others who have commented, in particular the significant noise disturbance, the
increased traffic and the extension of the event to a fourth day. The application for the 2026
Festival with the noise levels requested is a return to the bad days of 2024 and the increased
length of the event with its aim of increasing attendance is unwelcome.

Southam is always badly impacted by live events at the Racecourse and particularly so in recent
years by the Wychwood Festival. Noise levels are actually meaningless when there is constant
disturbance from a thudding bass and this was true even in 2025. The hours requested in the
application seek permission for music, the sale of alcohol and other activities throughout the
day and night until 5am. Do those living near the event have no rights to open windows, enjoy
their gardens over a summer weekend or be assured of a good night's sleep? The increased
traffic, with its increased pollution, over three days is bad enough. Adding a fourth day extends
the problem.

The disturbance and noise caused by this event will in fact probably run to 6 days, with the need
for setting up and taking down. Sound tests will be required before the event and these are loud
and intrusive.

A litany of problems and objections has become annual. If the organisers are not prepared to
seek practical and real solutions to these issues, perhaps it is time for the Festival to find an

Annex 1 — Mandatory conditions

1Annex 1 - Mandatory conditions

Premises licensed for the sale of alcohol

Condition 1

(1) No retail sale of alcohol may be made under the premises licence:

(a) at a time when there is no designated premises supervisor in respect of the premises licence, or

(b) at a time when the designated premises supervisor does not hold a personal licence or his personal
licence is suspended.

(c) Every retail sale of alcohol under the premises licence must be made or authorised by a person who
holds a personal licence.

(d) The other conditions are any conditions specified in an order under section 19A and applicable to the
premises licence.

Condition 2 - Irresponsible promotions

(1) The responsible person must ensure that staff on relevant premises do not carry out, arrange or
participate in any irresponsible promotions in relation to the premises.

(2) In this paragraph, an irresponsible promotion means any one or more of the following activities, or
substantially similar activities, carried on for the purpose of encouraging the sale or supply of alcohol for
consumption on the premises -

(a) Games or other activities which require or encourage, or are designed to require or encourage,
individuals to-

(i) Drink a quantity of alcohol within a time limit (other than to drink alcohol sold or supplied on the
premises before the cessation of the period in which the responsible person is authorised to sell or supply
alcohol), or

(ii) Drink as much alcohol as possible (whether within a time limit or otherwise);

(b) Provision of unlimited or unspecified quantities of alcohol free or for a fixed or discounted fee to the
public or to a group defined by a particular characteristic in a manner which carries significant risk of
undermining a licensing objective;

(c) Provision of free or discounted alcohol or any other thing as a prize to encourage or reward the
purchase and consumption of alcohol over a period of 24 hours or less in a manner that which carries
significant risk of undermining a licensing objective;

(d) Selling or supplying alcohol in association with promotional posters or flyers on, or in the vicinity of,
the premises which can reasonably be considered to condone, encourage or glamorise anti-social
behaviour or to refer to the effects of drunkenness in any favourable manner;

(e) Dispensing alcohol directly by one person into the mouth of another (other than where that other
person is unable to drink without assistance by reason of a disability).

Condition 3 - Free tap water

The responsible person must ensure that free potable water is provided on request to customers where it
is reasonably available.
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Condition 4 - Age verification policy

(1) The premises licence holder or club premises certificate holder must ensure that an age verification
policy is adopted in respect of the premises in relation to the sale or supply of alcohaol.

(2) The designated premises supervisor in relation to the premises licence must ensure that the supply of
alcohol at the premises is carried on in accordance with the age verification policy.

(3) The policy must require individuals who appear to the responsible person to be under 18 years of age
(or such older age as may be specified in the policy) to produce on request, before being served alcohol,
identification bearing their photograph, date of birth and either -

(a) a holographic mark, or
(b) an ultraviolet feature.
Condition 5 - Availability of certain measures of alcohol

The responsible person must ensure that-

(a) Where any of the following alcoholic drinks is sold or supplied for consumption on the premises (other
than alcoholic drinks sold or supplied having been made up in advance ready for sale or supply in a
securely closed container) it is available to customers in the following measures-

(i) Beer or cider: Y2 pint;

(i) Gin, rum, vodka or whisky: 25 ml or 35 ml; and

(iii) Still wine in a glass: 125 ml; and

(b) These measures are displayed in a menu, price list or other printed material which is available to
customers on the premises; and

(c) Where a customer does not in relation to a sale of alcohol specify the quantity of alcohol to be sold,
the customer is made aware that these measures are available.

Conditions 1, 2 and 4 do not apply where the licence or certificate authorises the sale by retail or supply
of alcohol only for consumption off the premises,

Condition 6 - Minimum pricing

(1) A relevant person shall ensure that no alcohol is sold or supplied for consumption on or off the
premises for a price which is less than the permitted price.

(2) For the purposes of the condition set out in 3 above-
(a) "duty” is to be construed in accordance with the Alcoholic Liquor Duties Act 1979

(b) "permitted price" is the price found by applying the formula -P =D + (D x V)

Where -

i) P is the permitted price,

ii) D is the amount of duty chargeable in relation to the alcohol as if the duty were charged on the date
of the sale or supply of the alcohol, and

ii} V is the rate of value added tax chargeable in relation to the alcohol as if the value added tax were
charged on the date of the sale or supply of the alcohol;

(c) "relevant person" means, in relation to premises in respect of which there is in force a premises
licence -

i) the holder of the premises licence,

ii} the designated premises supervisor (if any) in respect of such a licence, or

i} the personal licence holder who makes or authorises a supply of alcohol under such a licence;
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(d) "relevant person" means, in relation to premises in respect of which there is in force a club premises
certificate, any member or officer of the club present on the premises in a capacity which enables the
member or officer to prevent the supply in question; and

(e) "valued added tax" means value added tax charged in accordance with the Value Added Tax Act
1994(b).

(3) Where the permitted price given by Paragraph (b) of paragraph 2 would (apart from this paragraph)
not be a whole number of pennies, the price given by that subparagraph shall be taken to be the price
actually given by that sub-paragraph rounded up to the nearest penny.

(4) Sub-paragraph (2) applies where the permitted price given by Paragraph (b) of paragraph 2 on a day
("the first day™) would be different from the permitted price on the next day ("the second day") as a
result of a change to the rate of duty or value added tax. The permitted price which would apply on the
first day applies to sales or supplies of alcohol which take place before the expiry of the period of 14 days
beginning on the second day.

Premises licensed to show films
Exhibition of films:-

(a) Where a premises licence authorises the exhibition of films, the licence must include a condition
requiring the admission of children to the exhibition of any film to be restricted in accordance with the
following paragraphs.

(b) Where the film classification body is specified in the licence, unless paragraph c below applies,
admission of children must be restricted in accordance with any recommendation by that body:

(c) Where,

(i) the film classification is not specified in the licence, or

(ii) the Licensing Authority has notified the holder of the licence that this paragraph applies to the film in
question, admission of children must be restricted in accordance with any recommendation made by the
Licensing Authority.

(d) In this section:- "children" means persons aged under 18; and "film classification body" means the
person or persons designated as the authority under section 4 of the Video Recordings Act 1984
(authority to determine suitability of video works for classification).

Premises which have door supervision requirements

This applies to all premises except theatres, cinemas, bingo halls and casinos.

(1) Where a premises licence includes a condition that at specified times one or more individuals must be
at the premises to carry out a security activity, each such individual must:

(a) be authorised to carry out that activity by a licence granted under the Private Security Industry Act
2001; or

(b) be entitled to carry out that activity by virtue of section 4 of the Act.
(2) But nothing in subsection (1) requires such a condition to be imposed:

(a) in respect of premises within paragraph 8(3)(a) of Schedule 2 to the Private Security Industry Act
2001 (c12) (premises with premises licences authorising plays or films); or

(b) in respect of premises in relation to:

(i) any occasion mentioned in paragraph 8(3)(b) or (c) of that Schedule (premises being used exclusively
by club with club premises certificate, under a temporary event notice authorising plays or films or under
a gaming licence), or
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(i) any occasion within paragraph 8(3)(d) of that Schedule (occasions prescribed by regulations under
that Act.

(3) For the purposes of this section:

(a) "security activity" means an activity to which paragraph 2(1)(a) of that Schedule applies, and, which
is licensable conduct for the purposes of that Act, (see Section 3(2) of that Act) and

(b) paragraph 8(5) of that Schedule (interpretation of references to an occasion) applies as it applies in
relation to paragraph 8 of that Schedule.

2Where a programme includes a film which has been classified by the British Board of Film Classification

as 12 A, 15 or 18 category no person appearing to be under 12 (and accompanied in that case), 15 or 18
as appropriate shall be admitted to any part of the programme; and the licence holder shall display in a
conspicuous position a notice in the following terms -

PERSONS UNDER THE AGE OF **** CANNOT BE ADMITTED TO ANY PART OF THE PROGRAMME

Exemption

The above condition does not apply to members of staff under the relevant age while on duty provided
that the prior written consent of the person's parents or legal guardian has been obtained.

Annex 2 — Conditions consistent with the Operating Schedule

1a) The Festival shall be a family-focused event and shall operate over no more than three days each
year.

b) The specific dates for the 3 days of the event will be notified to the Police and Cheltenham BC with at
least 30 days notice.
¢) Entry to the event shall be by ticket only. Wristbands are to be worn by attendees to denote which
areas of the festival they have access to and their age.

2a) The number of stewards shall be in accordance with the events safety guide.

b) Where changes are intended revised copies of the event plans shall be supplied to the Licensing
Authority and copied to the responsible authorities no later than 30 working days before the first day of
the Festival.

¢) The maximum number of persons that are permitted on the site at any one time shall be 9,999

3. OFF-SITE EFFECTS

1.The Licensee shall ensure that a noise control consultant/s is appointed whose name, address and
telephone number is provided to the Public Protection Division of the Council at least 10 days prior to the
event, The noise control consultant/s shall liaise between all relevant parties on all matters relating to
noise control prior to and during the event. The noise control consultant/s must be present on site, or
monitoring the event off site, throughout the duration of the regulated entertainment with authority to
monitor and control noise levels on site.

2. Sufficient noise propagation tests shall be undertaken prior to the performances in order to set
appropriate control limits at the sound mixer position. The sound system shall be configured and
operated in a similar manner as intended for the event. The sound source used for the test shall be
similar in character to the music likely to be produced during the event.

3. The control limits set at the mixer position shall be adequate to ensure that a Target Music Noise Level
(MNL) of 55dB LAeq (15mins) measured at one metre from the fagade of noise sensitive premises shall
be achieved between the hours of 0900 hrs to 2300 hrs. Where the Target Level of 55dB LAeq (15mins)
is exceeded then suitable and appropriate action shall be taken to meet this Target Level. An Absolute
Music Noise Level (MNL) Level of 60dB LAeq (15mins) measured at one metre from the facade of noise
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sensitive premises shall not be exceeded between the hours of 0900 hrs to 2300 hrs. The noise levels
shall be monitored at noise sensitive locations agreed with the Council. (Note: MNL and noise sensitive
properties are as defined in Code of Practice on Environmental Noise Control at Concerts — Noise Council
1995),

4. In the particular case of licensable activities on the Licensed Site occurring between 2300 hours and
0500 the following day, such sound sources shall be virtually not audible or discernible. "Virtually not
audible or discernible" shall be interpreted as the noise being barely audible and discernible at the facade
of any noise sensitive dwelling and as a consequence would be inaudible within that dwelling.

5. The Licensee shall ensure that the promoter, sound system supplier and all individual sound engineers
are informed of the sound control limits and that any instructions from the appointed noise control
consultant/s regarding noise levels shall be implemented.

6. The appointed noise control consultant/s shall carry out noise level measurements at positions
identified in consultation with officers of the Public Protection Division, and control noise levels to comply
with conditions 3 and 4 above. The appointed noise control consultant/s shall also continually monitor
noise levels during performances at the sound mixer position and advise the sound engineer accordingly
to ensure that the noise limits are not exceeded. The Licensing authority shall have access to the results
of the noise monitoring at any time,

7. The Licensee shall provide a Noise Management Plan to the Council’s Public Protection Division by 1st
April 2008. The Noise Management Plan shall identify how noise arising from the holding of the event
will be effectively controlled so as to comply with conditions 3 and 4 above, Inter alia, the plan shall
include:

i} A monitoring regime for numerical levels, subjective levels and low frequency noise targets.

ii) Response process for any deviations from the Target Level.

8. The Licensee shail keep a documented record of complaints received and resultant actions.

9. A site contact telephone number for complaints which is staffed at all times while the event is taking
place shall be made widely available to local residents. The details of all complaints shall recorded in

writing and the appointed noise control consultant be notified of any complaints immediately.

10. The Licensee shall provide a report to the Council’'s Public Protection Division in order to demonstrate
compliance with these conditions within 28 days of the Event.

11. Any reasonable request by an authorised officer of the Council to reduce noise levels as a result of
non-compliance with licence conditions shall complied with immediately.
ON-SITE SOUND

12. The peak noise level must not exceed 140dBC at any point where the public have access. Noise
measurements must be taken and recorded during events to ensure this noise limit is not exceeded.

13. In order to protect the hearing of the audience on site, no-one shall be exposed to an Event Leq of
more than 107dB(A).

14. Where practicable the audience shall not be allowed within 3 metres of any loudspeaker. Under no
circumstances shall the person and loudspeaker separation distance be less than 1 metre.

15. Where the Event Leq is likely to exceed 96dB(A), the audience shall be advised of the risk to their
hearing in advance; e.g. either on tickets, advertising, notices on or near.

4Children under 16 years old shall not be allowed un-accompanied into areas where alcohol is served.
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Annex 3 - Conditions attached after a hearing by the licensing authority
Conditions added by Licensing Sub Committee 25.03.25

1. The level of amplified music sound energy emitted from the site shall not exceed a target of 85dB
LCeq(15 minutes) with an upper limit of 90dB LCeq (15 minutes) at any time when measured at locations
specified in an approved Noise Management Plan.

2. The premises licence holder's acoustic consultants must monitor sound levels during sound checks and
throughout the duration of the event.
