Key Decision

A ‘Key decision’ is one which:-

¢ relates to the acquisition or disposal of land or an interest in land with a value in excess of £250,000;

e is likely to be significant in terms of its effects on communities living or working in an area comprising two or more wards in the Borough.

For additional information and completeness the Forward Plan also contains those items to be considered by Cabinet which are outside the definition of a key
decision.

Cabinet Meetings
The Cabinet will normally meet every four weeks. Meetings start at 6pm and are held in the Pittville Room at the Municipal Offices.

Meetings of the Cabinet are open to the public (with the exception of discussion regarding reports which contain exempt/confidential,commercially sensitive or
personal information). This is formal notice under the Local Authorities (Executive Arrangements) (Meetings and Access to Information)(England)Regulations
2012 that part of the Cabinet meetings listed in this Forward Plan may be held in private because the agenda and reports for the meeting will contain exempt
information under Part 1 of Schedule 12A to the Local Government (Access to Information) Act 1985 (as amended) and that the public interest in withholding the

information outweighs the public interest in disclosing it.
